     We recommend posting your videos to YouTube.com and saving them with 
certain keywords that are important to your business. From there, your webmaster 
can post the videos to your web site via YouTube.com. Posting the videos this 
way will prevent problems with them playing correctly AND will give you an 
added boost to your company’s natural SEO rankings.
